News From The Board 

Featuring a Demonstration by 
Kim Spivey, Last Years’ PBWS Scholarship Winner 
 
Kim will demonstrate two forms of printmaking:  monotype 
and screen-printing.  The monotype will be made by using a 
painted sheet of Plexiglas that will be transferred to a sheet 
of paper resulting in a reverse print of the image.  There are 
many unique variations to be explored with this process. 
 Screen-printing will be shown by the stencil 
method, and also introduce the drawing line fluid technique.  
Multiple prints of your image can be made onto paper or 
fabric. Reworking into the prints with painting and/or 
mixed media techniques is possible. 
 Kim is currently completing her BFS degree in 
printmaking at Florida Atlantic University.  She has previ-
ously studied printmaking at the San Francisco Art Institute 
and photography at the Kansas City Art Institute.  Kim has 
been part of the faculty of the Armory Art Center, and now 
is their printmaking artist-in residence.   
 She has shown her work at the Museum of Contem-
porary Art in Miami, the PBCC Eissey Theater and the 
Governor’s Club.  She is the recipient of art scholarships 
from the Palm Beach Watercolor Society, the Delray Art 
League and the Oscar Merbaum Memorial.
